Of course, I realize this legislation will not, by itself, shut down all the puppy mills. That will happen only when
the market for their fAproducto dries up.

What disturbs me most about the c¢clubbés stance on this |legisl
general public. I't is disingenuous to claim the fAslippery s
no more pets. Support of the legislation would have been a great opportunity for the Cub, and the AKC, to educate
the public about the horrific conditions of puppy mills, that dogs in pet stores often come from and the high risk of
getting an unhealthy puppy, the importance of getting a pet from a responsible breeder i people such as members
of Sammamish Kennel Club!
